Students should have solid portrait
drawing skills, familiarity with color mix-
ing, and a strong desire for serious
study.

Successful portraiture involves much
more that just painting well. In addition to
consistently delivering a high-quality
product, the artist must paint within the
context of understanding client relation-
ships, business practices, and marketing
and promotional activites. 

One of the largest obstacles I see in por-
traiture is the use of inadequate photo-
graphic resources. One of my goals is to
help you get this crucial tool under your
control. We will work from a combination
of live sittings and photographs.
